To be eligible for membership in the Haleyville Middle School National Junior Honor Society the following criteria must be met:
· Student must be enrolled in 7th or 8th grade.
· Incoming 7th grade students must have a cumulative scholastic yearly average of at least 92.0 in the four core courses during the 6th grade year.
· Incoming 8th grade students must have a cumulative scholastic yearly average of at least 92.0 in the four core courses and take at least one advanced course.  If two advanced courses are taken, the cumulative average must be at least 90.0.
· All 7th and 8th grade students must be enrolled in at least one advanced course.  In certain special circumstances where scheduling conflicts with a student’s opportunity to meet this requirement, the faculty council may amend this requirement.
· For all 7th grade students who are inducted and all 8th grade students who are already members, criteria will be checked each nine weeks.  The student will be responsible for showing report card each grading period to Mrs. Mobley in the Library Media Center.  This is the student’s responsibility.
· All students must participate in at least one community service project during the scholastic year.  This does not have to be school related.  Certain projects will be offered throughout the year in which our students may participate.
· Membership is based on five qualities: scholarship, character, leadership, service, and citizenship.  The scholarship criterion alone does not ensure membership.  Students’ attitude, character, integrity, and service may also be considered.  The faculty council reserves the right to deny membership for students who do not meet these requirements.  In addition, members who act in conflict with these five qualities may be placed on probation and/or dismissed. 
· Excessive tardies and absences may result in probation or dismissal from NJHS.
· Students who transfer will be accepted as a full member with a letter from their former principal or guidance counselor stating the requirements are met.  Those who cannot provide this letter may be considered for membership after one semester at HMS.
